The National Governing Body of Orienteering (British Orienteering) has two categories of Membership:
e Local Membership of British Orienteering and
e National Membership of British Orienteering.

These are the only classifications of membership available through London Orienteering Klubb (LOK),
unless you are already a member of British Orienteering through another club. If this is the case, please
contact the Membership Secretary for further details.

Depending on how frequently you orienteer, it will be cheaper for you to enter events by becoming a British
Orienteering member.
